Lead the Way to Mongol 18 sy PDG Square

Horses, camels, desert, Mongolian yurts and also the popular term of “Mongolian doctors”. It was
the Mongolian image to me and also to most of Taiwanese. Chinese call it Outer Mongolia to
distinguish it from Inner Mongolia.

I had not realized the distant location of Ulaanbaatar until we flied to Beijing via Hong Kong for
a stopover. It took more than two hours to fly from Beijing to Ulaanbaatar, the capital city of
Mongolia. | was disappointed to have found that neither camels nor horses were wandering in the
streets of Ulaanbaatar. Instead a great number of automobiles were running which too often jam the
traffic on streets.
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Our mission is called Rotary Volunteer Dental Service Corps. Sponsored by 14 Rotary clubs
consisting of 8 clubs from District 3480, Taiwan, one from Hong Kong, one from Macau and also
Beijing Rotary Club and Shanghai Rotary Club assisted by four local clubs of Ulaanbaatar. Its core
members are nine dentists and assistant dentists led by IPP Braces of Taipei RC and PP Benson of
Taipei Tin Harbor as the team leader. The delegation was organized by Rotary International Past Vice
President Gary Huang who acted as the Delegation Leader assisted by me PDG Square Fang of Taipei

Northgate RC as the deputy leader of the Delegation, working with another deputy leader, IPP
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The dental service was extended to three main groups namely Orphanage pupils, pupils of Deaf
Dumb School, and a under-privileged primary school in town of Zummoud. Eight hundred and eight
children in total were treated on their teeth with some extractions, capping and fillings. 808 were the
utmost number of patients with the Team’s efforts. Of course a great number of decayed teeth were
remaining untreated due to the limited equipment, limited budget, limited medical professionals and
limited length of time which was five days in total as scheduled. According to dentists of the team,
poor health condition of children’s teeth is prevailing owing to the poor sanitary conditions and poor
medical care system. Treated children of the three groups were cute and they showed their gratitude
to our medical care.

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During these five days stay in Ulaanbaatar, we visited two clubs meeting as well as a 7-clubs
Joint Meeting to which Deputy leaders IPP Braces made a briefing on our organizing motivation,
operation and result of the Dental Service.

We are happy to have found that most of Rotarians are elites in Ulaanbaatar and the current
seven clubs in Mongolia are concentrated in the capital area. For the Rotary extension from one to
seven clubs they are grateful to Gary Huang from Taiwan who encouraged them to sponsor
native-tongue speaking clubs. Currently among seven clubs, two are English speaking and five
Mongolian speaking.
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For these five days, we all stayed at Hotel of Taiwan House room charge of which are less
expensive providing clean and neat accommodation with sufficient hot water. Representative Office
of Taiwan Government is set at the same building, and a great number of visitors from Taiwan like to
stay there.

We also visited speaker of Mongolian National Assembly to have exchanged our point of view.
Some Rotarians have studied abroad in Russia and speaking English but no Mandarin. It seems that
Russian influence can be seen in some aspect. However they are quite independent between Russian
and China.
