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Dr. Pallotta d’Acquapendente is a an Admiral (M.D.), Role of Honor, of the Italian Military Marine, the scientific director of the Institute of Rehabilitation and Hyperbaric Therapy in Naples and a university teacher of clinical medicine, hyperbaric medicine and medicine of the job. He is internationally renowned as the founder of Hyperbaric Medicine, a branch of underwater medicine that has saved many lives.
